NON-TIMED ITEMS - These items include significant policy and administrative actions and are listed
alphabetically by department. These non-timed items may be taken up at any unspecified time during the
meeting.

CLOSED SESSION - Pursuant to applicable Government Codes, the Board may consider certain matters in
Closed Session. The Board will reconvene into Open Session to take any action on a Closed Session item.
